The requesting unit should concurrently consult with the Office of Academic Assessment & Accreditation, Michele Moser Deegan, Associate Vice President for Academic Assessment & Accreditation, for guidance or answers to any questions regarding the termination of a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) or any other formal agreement between Rutgers and the other party. Requests to remove a partner from an existing joint degree program are submitted as information items to the Board of Governors (including the Committee on Academic and Student Affairs).
Units seeking to remove a partner from an existing joint degree program should provide complete responses to the items in bold text below and submit the information to the Office of Academic Planning (academicplanning@rutgers.edu). Proposing units should delete the blue text upon entering responses. Please contact the Office of Academic Planning if you have any questions.
